Introduction

First of all, we would like to thank you all the support you have shown for KYOTOGRAPHIE 2014. We are proud to

announce we ended another year with great success.

To send new vitality into the somewhat foggy Japanese society after the tragedy of 3.11 we have been committed
to creating an international platform where contemporary art and Japanese tradition can grow together. We exhibit
leading international photography in the beautiful architecture of Kyoto highlighting their respective beauty and

importance. Our challenge continued in the 2nd edition and we expanded our goals.

From 2014, we incorporated the theme “Our Environments”, under this theme we welcomed 13 exhibitionsina 15
extraordinary locations. In Hosodono, Shimogamo Shrine we exhibited Taishi Hirokawa’s photography of nuclear
power plants on the Japanese coastline. In Kondaya’s kura (Japanese traditional stock room) we presented Stanley
Greene’s documentary photos of war and global warming, this exhibition opened up the often overlooked and hidden
realities the world and its people face. At our main site, The Museum of Kyoto, we explored the meaning of the image
and the future of photography through the MARS exhibition, this exhibition composed of prints and high tech video
installation showing mind blowing images from the surface of Mars captured by a HiRISE camera on the NASA
shuttle observation probe. The collaborative video piece transformed the image into a journey on one of the worlds

largest 4K LED screens, measuring a massive 6mx4.4m.

The festival welcomed about 38,000 visitors in total, the audience was composed not only of photography lovers
but those interested in architecture, design, and culture. Many people commented that what KYOTOGRAPHIE has
achieved in short 2 years is genuinely impressive, creating a truly international stage of art where the domestic and

international photographic community can be seen and heard.

Through KYOTOGRAPHIE's annual presence, our aim is to send our message for a better country and for a better
world. We will achieve this with collaboration, also through integration with Kyoto City’s time honored allure, and by
utilizing traditional craftsman and the newest technology. We will continue to present many forms of medium and

invite great minds in the industry to explore photography’s long history and its new possibilities.
Finally, we would like to express our appreciation to the companies and individuals who have understood and sup-
ported KYOTOGRAPHIE; an event started by creators. For next year and into the future we will continue our dedi-
