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A Reflection on KYOTOGRAPHIE 2025

Reflecting on KYOTOGRAPHIE 2025, we are grateful for the tens of thousands of visitors
who joined us in Kyoto for the 13th edition of the festival. This year brought genuine
connections and meaningful conversations, it was a year where the theme of HUMANITY
resonated more deeply than ever.

The year 2025 marks 80 years since the end of WWII. At the same time, nearly two
centuries of democracy in the United States are under threat, and mass atrocities
continue in war zones across the globe.

With this in mind, we chose HUMANITY as the theme of KYOTOGRAPHIE 2025, hoping it
might offer not only reflection but also a deeper sense of connection, taking us beyond the
traditional divisions that often separate us.

The festival opened with a powerful performance inspired by Okinawan photographer Mao
Ishikawa, who has dedicated her life to capturing “HUMANITY” in Okinawa. Okinawan
rapper Awich and fellow artist KUNIKO took inspiration from Ishikawa’s 1970s photo series
Akabana, which tells the love story between Okinawan women and African-American U.S.
soldiers. Their performance honoured the women of Okinawa who throughout history have
endured hardships and lived with resilience, while being caught between the forces of
Japan and the United States. It deeply moved all who gathered—setting a tone defined by
courage, resilience and hope.

To everyone who contributed to making this year’s festival possible, and to every single
visitor who attended KYOTOGRAPHIE 2025, we extend our heartfelt thanks.

In seeking meaning together through the power of photography we hope
that it may engage people to create a shared understanding of humanity in all its complexity,
inspiring greater connection and shared accountability in our ever-changing and chaotic
world.

KYOTOGRAPHIE 2025 once again saw a high number of returning visitors, and our satisfaction survey revealed that 95.2% of attendees were satisfied—exceeding last
edition’s results. The selection of artists, exhibition programs, artworks, and venues received particularly high praise. While there were no major changes in the average
length of stay or spending by visitors within Kyoto, the number of attendees continued to grow. Many voices from the local community noted the expanding economic
impact of the festival during its run and recognised KYOTOGRAPHIE as a revitalising force for the city. This year also saw a significant increase in international visitors.
Attendees came not only from Europe, North America, Australia, and Asia, but also from Africa, the Middle East, and South America—over 50 countries in total. At our three

information centers, approximately 27% of visitors were consistently from overseas, a clear sign that KYOTOGRAPHIE’s global recognition continues to grow.

For the fourth year, the KYOTOGRAPHIE Information Machiya was held at Hachiku-an (Former Kawasaki

KYOTOGRAPHIE's official website continues to serve as the central
information hub for festival audiences. Each year, the design is
updated to reflect the festival’s identity and is optimised for both
smartphone and desktop users.

In addition to the website, our proprietary mobile app—developed in-
house—has become an essential tool for visitors. The app displays all
KYOTOGRAPHIE and KG+ venues on a single map, provides live GPS
location tracking, and includes real-time updates such as venue hours
and crowd information. In this edition there were over 40,000 app
sessions and over 2,600 new downloads. Feedback from users has
been overwhelmingly positive, and we plan to continue improving the
app’s functionality.

In 2025, KYOTOGRAPHIE also partnered with the ticketing platform,
ArtSticker. This collaboration enabled the easy online purchase of
passport tickets and single-venue tickets for visitors. Exhibition
information was also published on the ArtSticker website, app and

newsletter, helping KYOTOGRAPHIE reach new audiences.

Digital advertising was primarily carried out on Google (search listing
and display), Facebook/Instagram (display and video), and YouTube.
We employed location-based and retargeting strategies to reach
users who had already visited the website.

Ads were distributed nationwide, with a particular focus on the Tokyo
metropolitan area, Nagoya, and the Kansai region, anticipating
increased tourism around the Osaka Expo. Ads were also targeted to
audiences in neighbouring Asian countries.

We also ran digital ad campaigns for major programs, such as the
Portfolio Review Open Call, which received a record number of

applications this year.

Strategic co-posting with participating artists extended our reach and

deepened engagement, while a strong, cohesive visual identity made

our content instantly recognisable. Our photo and video teams

documented the festival in near real-time, capturing its energy, scale,

and spirit for audiences around the world.
